	Plant management plan
	Site preparation.  Put out 444 stakes, spot spray 6weeks before planting with roundup, plant May-to June with slow release fertiliser, cover.  Spray release, Sept, Nov, Jan (if needed), March/April, September, water over summer if needed, mulch in light sandy soils.  Keep grass down around plants. Remove covers 1-2 years after planting.  Monitor for damage by hares, rabbits, pukeko and if needed apply repellent or cover with wire.
